MY ANSWER - JUNE 22, 2021 POST

• Great question. John 8:11 sums up the gospel of grace: ‘She 
said, “No one, Lord.” And Jesus said to her, “Neither do I 
condemn you; go and sin no more.”’ Important order: she 
first received unqualified forgiveness with no works involved; 
afterwards, “sin no more.” She was not told to first go dress 
better, clean up her act, make herself worthy, etc.  The 
gospel of grace provided the Lamb through which grace 
entered the world (John 1:17) allowing for her not to be 
stoned even though the law demanded it.

• “15:1 Now I want to make clear for you, brothers and sisters, 
the gospel that I preached to you, that you received and 
on which you stand, 15:2 and by which you are being 
saved, if you hold firmly to the message I preached to you—
unless you believed in vain. 15:3 For I passed on to you as of 
first importance what I also received—that Christ died for our 
sins according to the scriptures, 15:4 and that he was buried, 
and that he was raised on the third day according to the 
scriptures” 1 Corinthians 15:1-4
